Explication for the participants of the PWCE
The list contains a summary by Mr. Céron of the reasons why the end games are eliminated by the jury. Because of the very large number of eliminations only the main raisons are given, using standard descriptions.

Second solution means that the principal variant (VP) as given by the author contains a second solution (deuxième solution).

Draw means that the end game does not win in all variants (nulle).

Not two thematic variants means that the end game does not contain at least two thematic variants (variantes thématiques)
Anticipation / resemblance mean that the initial position of the end game or a very similar position has been published before the closing date of PWCE participation.

In all the cases on the list the jury decided unanimously that the end game should be eliminated. This means that all the three jury members checked and fully agreed upon the reasons given in the list, such as the second solutions, etc. It is very unlikely that such a unanimous decision of experts is not correct, but the participants can ask Mr. Céron to give further details.

The preliminary result published on Internet contains the end games accepted and the list published now contains all the other end games, the end games eliminated. However, after the publication of the preliminary result the jury got new information and decided to eliminate A4 and B41. This means that these end games can be neglected on the result.
The FMJD regrets that this list of eliminations and reasons is published with delay. As a result of that the participants get the opportunity to react also later than 1-7-2006, but please as soon as possible. The final results will be published when the relevant remarks have been studied by the jury, to be concluded around 15-7-2006.
